From the Route
22 intersection travel north for 4.4 miles, watch a stop
light and a CVS drug store on the far right hand corner.
At the light make a right on to Levans Road. Travel on
Levans Road for 2.4 miles (your will pass through a stop
light and past a school on your left). Make right on to
Limestone Street. Look for our signs on right.

NY, NJ and Points East of Allentown: Take Route 78
west to Route 309 north, watch for the Route 22 intersec-
tion as a reference point. Continue on Route 309 north.
From the Route 22 intersection travel north for 4.4 miles,
watch a stop light and a CVS drug store on the far right
hand corner. At the light make a right on to Levans Road.
Travel on Levans Road for 2.4 miles (your will pass
through a stop light and past a school on your left). Make
right on to Limestone Street. Look for our signs on right.

From Philadelphia and Points South of Allentown: Take
PA Turnpike's Northeast Extension to the Leigh Valley
exit. Take Route 22 east Allentown/Bethlehem. Travel
about one quarter mile east on Route 22 and then take
Route 309 north. From the Route 22 intersection travel
north for 4.4 miles, watch a stop light and a CVS drug
store on the far right hand corner. At the light make a
right on to Levans Road. Travel on Levans Road for 2.4
miles (your will pass through a stop light and past a
school on your left). Make right on to Limestone Street.
Look for our signs on right.

From Hazleton: Take Route 309 S about 6 miles after Rt
100, turn left on Levans Rd. Look for our sign and turn
right on to Limestone St. Turn right again at our sign.
