Directions to the Bergen Street Entrance

The park entrances are near Route 206, which is reached from Interstate 95 exit 7B (Princeton / Lawrenceville).

From 206 travelling south - Turn right at Gordon Avenue light. Travel up Gordon Avenue to first intersection (Bergen Street) and turn left. The entrance to the park is 200 yards on the right. 

From 206 travelling north - After crossing the 95 interstate use the jughandle at the next light to turn left across 206. Follow Lawrenceville-Pennington Road to Bergen Street (fifth street on right). Entrance to the park is 1/2 mile on the left just before the water tower.
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
